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Five Years Later — Progress Is Being Made

Harvesting Fatalities have dropped by almost half from the seven
year period up to 2005 from an average of 21.6 per year compared to
11.5 in the period 2006 to 2009

The Lost Time Incident Rate for rate group DR (forestry) has dropped
by 45% from 6.4 in 2005 to 3.5 in 2009

The Serious Injury Rate (greater than 30 days) has dropped by 40% in
the same period

WCB base rate trend for rate group DR (forestry operations):

— 2005 -511.39

— 2010-58.61 25% l
— 2011 - $8.49
